Smoke, Electric Power Loss Complicate United A320 Landing
A United Airlines Airbus A320 made an emergency landing in New Orleans (KMSY) just minutes after departing the airport Wednesday. The pilots noticed smoke in the flight deck 
as the aircraft climbed through 4,000 feet. An electrical failure soon followed and all avionics displays went blank. 
Authorities Looking Into Emergency Beach Landing in New York
A pilot and his two passengers were unhurt Monday evening when their Piper PA-28 made an off-field emergency landing at Rockaway Beach, New York. But the incident seems a 
bit fishy, and not just because of the landing location. 
Belite Electronics Introduces Water Detection Technology
Belite Electronics rolled out a new, patent-pending technology during Sun 'n Fun last week that is capable of detecting water in the fuel tank or fuel line. The sensor can detect 
water in fluid form, and is about the size of a quarter.
